
Bernard "Bernie" Zeitz

Bernie Zeitz, age 84, died on Tuesday, June 11th, 2019. Born in 1934 on a
farm in Monetville Ontario, Canada, he was one of 10 children. 

 

Bernie had a very strong work ethic. He worked in the mining industry for 35
plus years, which spanned 3 countries: Canada, South America and the USA.
Most importantly, mining is what brought him to the Iron Mountain area. After
retiring from mining, he went to work at Lodal for over 20 years as a
maintenance supervisor, but he really never stopped working. 

 

Bernie had many passions, and he absolutely loved being in the outdoors, or
"the back country," as he called it. He was an avid morel mushroom and berry
picker, and hunting partridge and deer was a way of life. He always had the
last truck on the river during ice fishing. Spending time at Spread Eagle, WI
and Camp with family & friends really made him beam. 

 

The woods were his friend but also determined his fate as he died from
Sepsis (a blood disease) caused by Anaplasma bacteria from a rare tick bite. 

 

He is survived by his wife, Jean, of Kingsford, MI and his children, Rhonda
(Ken) Fagan, Kathy (Ken) Yates, Barry (Steffany) Zeitz, all living in Canada:
his stepchildren Mary (Michael) Eldridge living in Iron Mountain, Kevin (Linda)
Baudhuin living in Chicago; 13 grandchildren; and 7 great-grandchildren. He



was preceded in death by his first wife Faye Sawyer Zeitz (1979). 
 

Bernie became a USA citizen in 1989, a huge fan of Making America Great.
