Carl A. Izzo, 90, formerly of Iron Mountain, currently living near family in
Appleton, WI, passed away on Monday, December 28, 2015 at Brewster
Village Rehabilitation Center in Appleton, WI. 

 

Carl was born October 4, 1925 in Iron Mountain, son of the late Tony and
Filomena (Fiorucci) Izzo. After attending the Iron Mountain schools, he
enlisted in the United States Army serving during WWII. After being Honorably
discharged from the Army, he married the former Dorothy Brisson on
September 29, 1951 in Norway, Michigan, and have spent more than 64
wonderful years together.
