Frank Joseph Senger, Jr, 86, of Iron Mountain, passed away unexpectedly on
Friday, July 1, 2016 at his home. He was born March 9, 1930 in Iron Mountain,
son of the late Frank Sr. and Pauline (Troyer) Senger. 

 

Frank grew up in Iron Mountain and graduated from Iron Mountain High
School in 1948. He was known for his many escapades in his youth, including
taking part in ski jumping competitions at Pine Mountain. He went on to
honorably serve in the United States Navy fulfilling his tour of duty in the
South Atlantic and the Mediterranean.

Frank was a dedicated family man and a hard worker with an entrepreneurial
mind and heart. He took a big chance and a very big step for his career when
he entered into ownership of taverns and restaurants in Iron Mountain. Frank



found his career niche and was his happiest while building his business at his
Four Lane Bar. Frank’s businesses were very successful and he and Lois
happily retired to become “snow birds” sharing their time with their family in
Northern Michigan, and their friends in Clearwater, Florida. After Lois’ passing
in 2014 , Frank continued his annual trek as a “snow bird” until April, 2016. He
enjoyed doing yard work, maintaining his home and pool with the patio where
his family gathered, as well as his excursions to the casinos. Frank was a
member the American Legion and St. Mary and St. Joseph Catholic Church.
Frank will be remembered as being fiercely independent and a fighter. 

Frank is survived by his two sons, Randy Senger of Portage Michigan and
David Senger of Iron Mountain; one daughter, Shelley (George) Groeneveld of
Kingsford; one sister, Elizabeth (Senger) Roy of Clearwater Beach, Florida;
