Nancy J. Larson, 68, of Chippewa Falls, passed away on Sunday, Dec. 11,
2011, at Wissota Health and Regional Vent Center in Chippewa Falls, where
she had resided since September 2000. 

 

Nancy was born on Dec. 28, 1942, in Iron Mountain, the daughter of Olive

When she was nine years old, she contracted polio (1952) during one of the
last severe epidemics before the Salk vaccine became available. Nancy
graduated from the Iron Mountain school system, then worked as a typist for
seven years. 

 

She later took up painting which proved to be an enjoyable pastime for many
years. She also enjoyed playing piano, doing crafts, taking rides in the country
with her family, and had a large correspondence. Her family and friends were
dear to her, filling her days with good things and enriching her life. She lived at
Wissota Health Vent Center for the last 11 years of her life.
